Let no corrupt word proceed out of
your mouth, but what is good for necessary edification, that it may impart grace to the hearers.
And do not grieve the Holy Spirit of God, by whom you were sealed for the day of redemption.
Let all bitterness, wrath, anger, clamor, and evil speaking be put away from you, with all malice.
Ephesians 4: 29-31 Holman Christian Standard Bible (HCSB). No foul language is to come
from your mouth, but only what is good for building up someone in need, so that it gives grace to
those who hear. And don’t grieve God’s Holy Spirit. You were sealed by Him for the day of
redemption. All bitterness, anger and wrath, shouting & slander must be removed from you,
along with all malice.

Exodus 20:7 NKJV. “You shall not take the name of the LORD your God in vain, for the LORD
will not hold him guiltless who takes His name in vain.

Exodus 20:7 HCSB. Do not misuse the name of the LORD your God, because the LORD will
NOT leave anyone unpunished who misuses His name.
