BUT....... This is CRUCIAL:   When I sat at the computer to create this final
draft, I just quickly typed, making up new lyrics lines to fit the music “in my head”  as
I went.   And I literally cried out an “Oh, GOD!”  when I looked back at these words
that just flowed out:

God Himself came down to Earth to  show His INEFFABLE LOVE.
God came to us like a FIRE.   And Jesus came as God's LIGHT.

These words were not in my original.  But they've been in God's original Plan for
you and me all along.... when you're “down,”  go read of God's Love via  First John.
Over and over and over and over, God says He calls to ALL, that He wants ALL to
be saved from hell and to come to live with Him eternally in Heaven.
