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This short psalm describes CREATOR God in verse 6,  The COMFORTER (Holy Spirit) in verse 5,
and LORD JESUS (who was also described in Isaiah 42, and Matthew 11:5) within the final verses --

Jesus who brought justice for the oppressed, brought food and freedom, 
opened the eyes of the blind, and enables us who bow to Him to be raised up from death....

Great words! > “But the way of the wicked He turns upside down.” – Psalm 146:9  New KJV

Song Story.   I love to work out puzzles... until they get too far beyond my capabilities! Then I shelve them 
and go do something else.  Many people have the same concept about the Bible -- they look at 66 
books and say "The Bible is too confusing."
